Multiple authors should be displayed with a sequential number in superscript after each author's initials. For correspondence, an asterisk (*) should be added before the name of the author. Author information (institution, school,...) should be written in Calibri font size 9 and followed by a number next to the author's name, and the e-mail address should be added at the end.

The title ABSTRACT should be written in Calibri, font size 10, using the bold option. The abstract text should be written in Calibri, font size 10, regular style, with single line spacing and full justification, applying the style „Abstract“. The abstract should contain up to 300 words. 
The content of the abstract should be adapted to the type of article:
original scientific and professional papers: indicate the objective of the study, applied methods, main results, and conclusion; 
review papers: present the subject and analytical approach, and highlight the main findings; 
case studies: describe the context, the case, analysis, and conclusions; 
essays: state the topic, approach, and main theses; 
reviews and publication critiques: describe the subject of the report and provide a key assessment of its contribution.
Subheadings should not be included in the abstract. The abstract must not contain images, tables, figures, or appendices. References should be included only if necessary for understanding the work. The text should be clear, informative, and structured to allow the reader to quickly understand the purpose, methods, and main conclusions of the study.
Keywords: Up to 5 keywords, separated by a semicolon (;), should be written in Calibri, font size 10, using italic style. Keywords should be listed in alphabetical order. Avoid abbreviations unless they are widely recognised. When selecting keywords, it is recommended to choose relevant terms that are not already included in the title or abstract to improve the visibility and discoverability of the article in search systems.
GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS
When preparing a manuscript, it is mandatory to use the Template and to follow the formatting guidelines for Educatio Biologiae (EdBi). When using the template, select „Save As“ and name the file in the format: SURNAME Initial. – Title of the Manuscript.doc. Manuscripts must be submitted in Microsoft Word format (.doc or .docx).
Please do not submit manuscripts in PDF format.

By clicking Submit, the manuscript enters the peer-review process, and feedback will be sent to the author(s) via the email address provided in the submission form. Manuscripts accepted for publication, during the editorial preparation process after review, may be returned to the authors for revision according to specific instructions from the journal editorial team. The EdBi journal, the Croatian Biological Society (HBD), the Department of Biology at the Faculty of Science, University of Zagreb, and the Department of Biology at Josip Juraj Strossmayer University in Osijek assume no responsibility for the originality of materials used by the author(s) in manuscripts submitted for publication in EdBi. All submitted manuscripts are subject to originality checks and plagiarism detection using Turnitin software.
Manuscript formatting
The manuscript should not exceed 35 pages, including references, tables, figures, appendices, and the abstract. The main text should be written in Calibri font, size 11, with 1.15 line spacing. Academic writing style must be followed. All text, tables, figures, and appendices must fit within the template margins (14 cm width and 22 cm height) and be fully justified.
It is recommended to use the styles provided in the selected template. 
Headers and footers should not be modified, as they will be formatted during editorial preparation after the positive peer-review is confirmed.
Original scientific papers, review papers, and professional papers should include the following sections: Abstract, Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion (including implications for biology teaching), Conclusion, (Acknowledgments), Declarations, References, (Appendices). Case studies should include: Introduction, Methods, Results, Reflection and Recommendations. Essays should include: Introduction, Theoretical Framework, Analysis and Discussion, Conclusion. Reviews and publication critiques should include: Introduction, Summary of Content, Analysis and Critique, Conclusion. 
HEADINGS
Headings must follow a hierarchical order using Heading 1, Heading 2, and Heading 3 styles. Headings should be followed immediately by text on the same page; they should not appear at the bottom of a page.

Use HEADING 1 style, Calibri, size 12, bold, uppercase letters.
Heading 2
Use Heading 2 style, Calibri, size 11, bold, regular case.
Heading 3
Use Heading 3 style, Calibri, size 11, italic, regular case.
Bulleted lists
If bulleted lists are used in the text (e.g., for writing objectives, hypotheses, or conclusions), the Bullets style should be applied and the following instructions should be followed:

Paragraphs should only be separated when necessary for readability, not for every minor topic. At the end of the introduction, the purpose and objectives of the study should be clearly stated. If applicable, research questions and/or hypotheses should be included. 
All references cited in the text must follow the APA style (“Author, year”) format. Additional details on citation are provided at the end of this document.
METHODS
This section should provide sufficient detail for other researchers to replicate the study and build upon the results. New methods and protocols must be described in detail, while established methods may be summarized with appropriate citations. Authors are required, where applicable, to indicate the availability of the data used in the study and any limitations regarding access. If the data are stored in a public repository, the name of the repository or a link to the data must be provided. RESULTS
In the Results section, it is necessary to clearly and systematically present and describe the obtained results without extended discussion. Data can be presented in text, tables, or graphical forms; it is not necessary to repeat the same information in multiple formats. Results should be presented in a logical order in accordance with the aim of the study and/or the research questions and/or hypotheses.
Tables, figures, and appendices
Additions (Tables, Figures, and Appendices) that enhance the clarity of the text should be integrated into the manuscript as a suggestion for publication. Additions should be relevant, visually appealing, and enhance the reader’s understanding of the text. All additions must be categorized (Tables, Figures, or Appendices) and numbered sequentially using Arabic numerals, and they must be cited in the text. The same data should not be presented in both tabular and graphical form. Each table and figure must have a complete, descriptive title, and each column in a table must have an appropriate heading. Tables should be prepared using Calibri font, size 8. Tables, Figures, and Appendices must be cited in the text as follows: Figure 1, Table 1, Appendix 1. Figures should have a minimum resolution of 300 dpi at a size of 10 cm × 10 cm, or 1.5 MP in JPEG (.jpg) format. Appendices are included at the end of the manuscript, after the reference list, and should be prepared using Calibri font, size 7. Each appendix must be clearly labeled and numbered (e.g., Appendix 1, Appendix 2) and cited in the text in the appropriate location. In the text, appendices should be referred to by their label (e.g., see Appendix 1). 
Titles of tables, figures, and appendices
Each table, figure, and/or appendix must have a complete title that explains its purpose without referring to the text. Tables and appendices should be labeled, and figures should be captioned, using Calibri font, size 9, in bold. Table titles should be placed above the tables, and figure captions should be placed below the figures.
DISCUSSION
In the Discussion section, the obtained results should be interpreted and compared with relevant previous research and, where applicable, with the stated research questions or hypotheses. The findings should be considered within a broader theoretical and professional context, and their contribution to the field of research should be highlighted. The limitations of the study must be stated, and directions for future research should be proposed. Within the Discussion, the implications for biology education and the contribution to the improvement of biology teaching should be clearly described.
CONCLUSION
The Conclusion should concisely highlight the main findings and the contribution of the study without repeating details from the Discussion.
ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS
This section may include individuals or institutions that provided support to the work and are not covered by the statements on author contributions or funding (e.g., administrative or technical assistance, donation of materials, etc.). Narrative citations should follow the format Author (year), for example: Horvat (2022), Balažinec and Radanović (2025), and Jurić et al. (2023). When multiple sources are cited within the same parentheses, they should be separated by a semicolon and arranged alphabetically by the surname of the first author, e.g.: (Balažinec & Radanović, 2025; Horvat, 2022; Jurić et al., 2023).
